I am writing as your constituent to request a meeting with you to talk about the Student Stop AIDS Campaign, in London on March 24th 2009. 

I am taking part in a national Day of Action with the aim of increasing awareness of the UK government’s progress towards meeting the target of Universal Access to prevention, treatment, care and support by 2010.  I will be in Westminster all day and would be free to meet with you any time between 1:30pm and 3:30pm that is convenient for you.
We, the Student Stop AIDS Campaign have decided to hold a Day of Action because we are concerned that not enough is being done to uphold the UK’s commitment to Universal Access by 2010.  While some real progress has been made in recent years, with less than a year to go, 6000 people are still dying from AIDS-related illnesses every day. 
Today, two-thirds of those who need treatment for HIV aren’t receiving it, and the current management of HIV drug patents plays a large part in this tragedy. Our campaign supports of the creation of a patent pool for essential medicines, in particular anti-retroviral treatments for HIV.

In addition, the Global Fund for AIDS, TB and malaria is facing a $5 billion deficit in funding over the year of 2010. Combined with the global financial crisis, funding for HIV is facing a huge crisis.
As a parliamentarian I believe you have a key role to play in holding the government to account on their promises and I would welcome the opportunity to meet with you and talk in more depth about these issues.  Please encourage the UK Government to keep their promises and be a real leader in tackling an epidemic that has significant personal, social and economic consequences. 

I hope you will support this cause by meeting with us.  Please respond with your thoughts and suggest a good time for me to come and meet you.
